All these experienceapacity issues at peak and will
require investment(e.g. Drury interchange) as
highlighted in the Auckland Transport Alignment
Project. High frequency rail services currently stop
at Papakurawith plans to extend rail electrification
to Pukekohein the next few years. Considerable

work is being undertaken to develop transport
networks in line with growth in this area.

Waikato Expressway will extend from Pokeno to
Cambridge, offering a high level of service to all

settlements along the way. River communities are

heavily reliant on the expressway (and private

mobility) for most travel as there is very limited

public transport between Pokendduntly, and no

cyclingtracks. The Main Trunk Line is mainly

double-track apart from short sections around
Meremere and Taupiri.
